01. Ensure that the washer (F) is inside the chrome- 01. Ensure that the washer (F) is inside the chrome-
plated faucet end (4). Note: it is normally plated faucet end (4). Note: it is normally
supplied fitted. supplied fitted.

02. Screw the smaller diameter of the hexagonal
thread adaptor (5) into the chrome-plated faucet
end (4).

03. The larger washer (J) should be used in between

the larger diameter of the hexagonal thread
adaptor (5) and your faucet.

Connecting The System For Use

Unscrew the end cap of your sink’s faucet.

Attach the chrome-plated faucet end (4) to the end of your faucet (as per faucet setup above).

Unscrew the round threaded nut (H) fitted to the inlet spout nipple (G) slightly by turning it anti-clockwise.
Push the white plastic hose (2) firmly onto the inlet spout nipple (G) until it is sitting securely against the
thread. Note: it is easier to fit the hose if you heat the end by placing it in some boiled water first, as this
softens the hose.

Tighten the round threaded nut (H) on the inlet spout nipple (G) again by screwing it clockwise.

Remove the blue retaining clip from the filter inlet (E) and push the other end of the hose into

the inlet until it stops. Note: if the hose is properly connected you should feel some resistance when pulling
on it slightly.

Place the blue retaining clip back over the inlet (E) to secure the hose. Note: ensure that you insert it with
the flat side facing the filter.



Operating Instructions

It is now time to let the system run for a few minutes to activate and flush the cartridges.
Note: when the control valve (1) is facing downwards, the water is coming directly from your faucet
unfiltered. When it is turned 90 degrees, the water passes through your filter.

01. Ensure the control valve on the chrome-plated faucet end is turned to the side at a 90-degree
angle so that it is closed, and open up your cold water tap.

02. Once you are sure that the water is cold, turn the control valve downwards so that the water
can flow through your filter, and let it flow for a few minutes.

03. Your filter is now ready to be used and you can enjoy healthy, great-tasting water!

FILTER REPLACEMENT

01. Remove the filters
Remove the filter cover and turn each filter 1/4 turn to the right and pull upwards to remove them.
Note: on the filters there are indicators of which way to turn it in order to lock or release the unit.

02. Replace thefilters
Insert the new filter cartridges into the correct slot. On the front of the unit there are indicators to show
where each filter needs to be inserted in order for the unit to function properly. The PP Sediment Cartridge
is labeled “PP/CB” and the Disruptor Cartridge “DISR”. Turn filter 1/4 turn to the left until it stops in order
to ensure it is firmly in place.

03. Activate the filters
As per the steps outlined under Operating Instructions.

*  This filter removes more impurities than any other filter, including harmful bacteria, chlorine, particles and
more. It also reduces odours and improves taste.

. Our Disruptor™ Filters contain PAC-S (Powdered Activated Carbon with Anti-microbial Silver for
disinfection).

*  The base has been designed to be non-slip to ensure it fits securely on your counter.

0 Important Information

« Ensure that you have activated the filter prior to use as per the instructions provided.
* Do NOT use hot water (this system can only filter water between 4 - 38 °C).
« |If the filtered water develops an odour, please replace the filter immediately.
* Ensure that the placement of the unit allows for spillage (over the sink).
* Remember to return the control valve to the closed position once you are finished filtering the
water so that the next user doesn’t unintentionally use the system or run hot water through the filter.
« The unit itself is recyclable (excluding the filters).
* In order to maintain optimum filtration, it is recommended to replace the filter after use of 3000 litres
or 6 months. Note: because water quality and volume of consumption varies, filter service life will also vary.
« Adecreasein flow is a clear indication that your filter needs replacement.
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
